· Tutor another student in any curriculum for at least 30 minutes outside of class time. Complete the AVID tutorial worksheet.  Include the student’s name, state a problem and the curriculum area, summarize your procedure for helping the student, and the amount of time you spent.  A supervising adult (parent/guardian or teacher) must sign the tutorial worksheet to verify the amount of time you spent on task.
